2010 Year End Tax Planning                                                                 
 

Tax planning right now is harder than ever with the uncer-
tainty around the extension of the Bush-Era tax cuts.  The 
House just approved legislation that would permanently 
extend most of those benefits to all taxpayers earning below 
$200,000 for singles and $250,000 for couples.  The Senate 
is voting Saturday, December 4th, on two bills with similar 
provisions.  Neither is expected to garner enough support 
for approval.  Senate Republicans have vowed to block any 
bill that does not include “across the board” relief.  If no 
bill is passed by year-end, more tax payers will be subject 
to AMT tax, since the AMT patch expired January 1, 2010.  
In addition to all this legislative uncertainty, President 
Obama’s bipartisan National Commission on Fiscal Re-
sponsibility and Reform failed December 3rd to approve its 
final recommendations to fix the nation’s long-term fiscal 
problems.  The recommendations included a virtual over-
haul of our current tax system, which would result in a sys-
tem very much like a flat tax. 
 

There will likely be some relief passed to curb the 2011 tax 
increase at least for the lower and middle class tax breaks.  
Higher income tax rate reductions are less certain. Regard-
less of all this uncertainty, some tax-saving ideas are more 
than likely sound, even now, as follows: 
 

1)Accelerate deductions:  Pay real property tax before year 
end - pay 4th quarter state estimated payments before year 
end - make charitable contributions before year end - Pay 
January’s mortgage payment in December. 
 

2)If your income is below the thresh-holds referenced 
above, balance your capital gains with capital losses, if pos-
sible. If higher, defer the losses to next year to use against 
higher taxed gains. 
 

3)Maximize retirement plan contributions - if you have no 
plan - set one up. 
 

4)Defer income, if you can. Schedule a sale of property for 
January instead of December. If you are a cash basis self-
employed individual, you can defer income by issuing in-
voices to customers later.  Also, you can pay bills by year-
end that you might otherwise pay in January. 
 

Regardless of the uncertainty around legislation, there are 
still opportunities to save tax dollars now. Just be sure that 
you understand your current tax situation fully and that you 
consult with your tax preparer if necessary.
