Confirmed Cases of Pertussis in Caldwell County 
 

LENOIR, NC (July 26, 2018) -- Two confirmed cases of pertussis, also known as whooping cough, were 
reported in Caldwell County earlier this week.  Caldwell County Health Department reports the individ-
uals diagnosed with pertussis are being treated, per guidelines established by the State of North Carolina 
and the Centers for Disease Control and those they came in close contact with have been notified. 
 

Pertussis is an infection that affects the airways and is easily spread from person to person by coughing 
or sneezing.  It causes a severe cough that can last for weeks or months, sometimes leading to coughing 
fits or vomiting.  Anyone can get pertussis, but it can be dangerous for infants and people with weakened 
immune systems.  Family members with pertussis can spread it to newborns. 
 

Caldwell County Health Department urges the community to be aware of possible symptoms.  At first, 
symptoms are typically mild, including runny nose, low-grade fever and occasional cough.  Continued

Donôt fall for email extortion scams 
  

RALEIGH, NC (July 31, 2018) -- The North Caroli-
na Department of Justice (NCDOJ) has seen a 
string of email scams in the past few weeks from 
scammers threatening to release private videos of 
you unless you pay them. 
  

The scammers will contact you and claim that they 
have a password for your email account.  This may 
be an older password for your email or for another 
type of online account, or it may be a password 
that you are currently using if you do not regularly 
change your passwords. The bottom line is that it 
looks familiar enough to make the email scam 
seem credible. Theyôll say theyôve used the pass-
word to remotely access your webcam and secretly 
videotape you. Theyôll threaten to release that vid-
eo unless you agree to pay money – often via 
Bitcoin. 
  

These scammers are counting on you worrying that 
your security has been compromised and fearing 
embarrassment. Donôt let this fear push you into 
paying. If you receive this email, do not respond or 
send money. Report the email to the NCDOJôs 
Consumer Protection Division by calling 1-877-5-
NO-SCAM or by filing a complaint online. 

 

Vegetable Spaghetti 
 

Ingredients 
1 lb. spaghetti 

1 tbsp. extra-virgin olive oil 
2 garlic cloves, minced 

2 zucchini, sliced 
1 carrot, chopped 

1 red onion, thinly sliced 
1 tbsp. tomato paste 

1 (28-oz.) can diced tomatoes 
1 tsp. Italian seasoning 

1/4 tsp. red pepper flakes 
Kosher salt 

Freshly ground black pepper 
Sliced basil, for garnish 

Freshly grated Parmesan, for garnish 
 

Instructions 
In a large pot of boiling water, cook spaghetti ac-
cording to package directions.  Reserve 1 cup pasta 
water then drain spaghetti.  In a large skillet over 
medium heat, heat oil then add garlic and cook 
until fragrant, 1 minute.  Add zucchini, carrot, and 
red onion and cook until soft, 7 minutes.  Stir in 
tomato paste then add diced tomatoes and season 
with Italian seasoning, red pepper flakes, salt, and 
pepper, simmer 10 minutes.  Add spaghetti to skil-
let and ½ cup of reserved pasta water and toss to 
combine.  Add more pasta water as necessary to 
bring sauce together.  Garnish with basil and Par-
mesan to serve.

Infants may also have a pause in their breathing, known as apnea. 
 

After one to two weeks, symptoms can worsen to include: 
 

* Severe coughing spells followed by a high-pitched "whoop" sound when a breath is taken 
 

* Throwing-up after coughing fits, especially in young children 
 

* Feeling very tired after coughing fits. 
 

People who are experiencing symptoms should limit contact with others and should seek medical care.  
Doctors may do a lab test to see if a person has pertussis and can prescribe antibiotics as treatment for 
those who are sick or can give them to people who have been exposed but who have not become ill.  If 
someone has had possible contact with pertussis, monitor for signs and symptoms. 
 

ñIt is very important to be tested for pertussis if someone has the signs and symptoms.  Pertussis can be 
a more serious infection among infants and young children.  It can be fatal, especially in babies under 1 
year of ageò, stated Dr. Mark Picton, Medical Director, Caldwell County Health Department. 
 

Those at high risk are, but not limited to: 
 

* Infants and women in their 3rd trimester of pregnancy 
 

* All persons with pre-existing conditions that may be exacerbated by pertussis infection 
 

* Contacts who themselves have close contact with either infants under 12 months, 
pregnant women or individuals with pre-existing health conditions at risk of severe 
illness or complications 
 

* All contacts in high-risk settings that include infants ages <12months or women in the 3rd 
trimester of pregnancy 
 

ñWe urge individuals to contact us or their healthcare provider if they become ill or their children expe-
rience symptoms of pertussis and get their immunizations up-to-date,ò said Joshua Swift, Health Direc-
tor. 
 

The best protection against pertussis is vaccination.  Make sure your familyôs vaccinations are upto- 
date.  Protection against pertussis from the childhood vaccine, DTaP, decreases over time. 
 

Older children and adults, including pregnant women (starting at 20 weeks or greater), should get a 
pertussis booster shot called ñTdapò to protect themselves and infants near or around them.  If you need 
the Tdap vaccine, contact your doctor or call Caldwell County Health Department to find a vaccine pro-
vider near you.

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Meth dealer arrested after swat raid 
 

LENOIR, NC (July 31, 2018) -- On July 30, 2018, at approximately 9:30 pm, Caldwell County Sheriffôs 
Office SWAT and Narcotic Agents with the Ice Unit paid a surprise visit to a man suspected of distrib-
uting methamphetamine in the Grace Chapel Community.  Osvaldo Juan Sierra-Ruiz, age 51, of 3884 
Berry Creek Circle in Granite Falls was arrested and charged with felony possession with intent to sell/
deliver methamphetamine and maintain a dwelling to keep/store controlled substances after a raid on 
his house yielded approximately ½ ounce methamphetamine and 22 grams of high grade marijuana.  
During the search warrant, Agents also seized cash, multiple digital weighing scales, ledgers and other 
items of paraphernalia.  The drugs have a street value of $2,065 according to North Carolina State Drug 
Guidelines.  Ruiz was given a $50,000 secured bond and has a first court appearance on August 1, 2018, 
in District Court in Lenoir.

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Mill Village Comes to Life with Hunger Games Tours and More 
 

HILDEBRAN, NC (July 23, 2018) -- A change in ownership has brought the dawn of a new era for the 
Henry River Mill Village, an early-1900s village in eastern Burke County best known as the filming site 
for District 12 in the original Hunger Games movie. 
 

The historic village, once home to a thriving textile mill producing fine thread from power generated by 
its dam on the Henry River, was purchased in October by Calvin Reyes of Hickory, N.C., and his mom 
and step-father, Elaine Namour and Michael Namour of Denver, N.C. 
 

The new owners have instituted daily tours that focus on the communityôs history, including the Hunger 
Games aspect. They have also contracted with the Unofficial Hunger Games Fan Tours to offer in-depth 
movie-based tours on weekends, and they have partnered with First in Fright Paranormal to offer para-
normal hunts and investigations the last Saturday of each month. 
 

The daily history tours started in the spring and have been a big hit, Reyes says. The one-hour tours 
take place every day at 10 a.m., noon and 2 p.m. and cost $15 per person. 
 

ñThe neatest thing about it to me is seeing how interested people are in the village,ò he says. 
 

ñTheyôre usually coming for the Hunger Games aspect, but then they learn the history and are just fasci-
nated. Then you watch 10-year-old kids and donôt think they are going to be interested in it at all, but 
they see the abandoned buildings and they hear why they are here and they go see the outhouses and 
are just intrigued by it.ò 
 

Unofficial Hunger Game Fan Tours, which run three to four hours and include archery activities, movie 
reenactments and lunch, take place most Saturdays and Sundays. The cost is $35 for adults and $30 for 
children. 
 

Meanwhile, the four-hour evening paranormal tours take visitors on an intimate journey through near 
pitch-black darkness and into areas that are usually off limits. Participants must be 18 years or older 
and the cost is $89.99 per person. 
 

Reyes is also working with a non-profit preservation group to establish a museum in house 16, which 
was the home of heroine Katniss Everdeen in the Hunger Games. 
 

Longer term plans include refurbishing the company store (which was a bakery in the Hunger Games) 
into a restaurant and gathering place, renovating the 20 remaining mill houses into overnight rentals, 
and rebuilding 12 of the mill village houses that have been lost over time. 
 

Reyesô vision is creating a destination where folks can spend a weekend, or longer, with plenty of activi-
ties available on site. 
 

ñWe want to bring it back to life – a real village where you have kayaking, canoeing, hiking and a variety 
of other pursuits, including a restaurant,ò Reyes says. ñThe end goal is developing a 72-acre getaway 
that allows you to not only experience the Hunger Games aspect, but also our Western North Carolina 
culture – the nature, food, community and overall feel.ò 
 

Reyes says the purchase of the vacant village came about by happenstance. He was looking for a place 
with multiple acres where his family, parents and grandparents could build houses and live close to 
each other. Although that is still part of the plan, he now sees a higher calling to preserve a piece of 
North Carolinaôs past for future generations. 
 

ñIôm 32 and this is what I want to be doing for the rest of my life,ò he says. ñI am going to spend the next 
20 or 30 years building up Henry River and then if my kids want it, fantastic. If not, weôll get somebody 
else to take it over. I want to leave something behind that is bigger than all of us and to me Henry River 
is a project that is worth it.ò

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NCDA&CS issues warning to con-
sumers to not purchase or consume 

Kelloggôs Honey Smacks cereal 
 

RALEIGH, NC (July 27, 2018) -- Inspectors with 
the N.C. Department of Agriculture and Consumer 
Services are issuing a warning to consumers to not 
purchase or consume Kelloggôs Honey Smacks ce-
real due to a multistate outbreak of Salmonella 
Mbandaka. The outbreak has spanned 33 states 
with more than 101 cases of infections, at least four 
of those are in North Carolina. 
 

ñWe are concerned we continue to find this prod-
uct offered for sale. The product was originally re-
called by Kelloggôs in June,ò said Joe Reardon, as-
sistant commissioner of consumer protection. 
ñThis week our Rapid Response Team activated 
and inspectors have found the product at one out 
of every 10 grocery stores during routine recall-
effectiveness checks. We are urging consumers to 
NOT purchase or consume this product. Inspectors 
have placed stop sales on products found in gro-
cery stores. However there may be more out there 
and we are continuing to check.ò 
 

The CDC recommends that consumers do not eat 
any Kelloggôs Honey Smacks Cereal. The FDA has 
also issued a statement that retailers cannot legally 
offer the cereal for sale and should throw out 15.3-
ounce and 23-ounce boxes. 
 

ñIt is important to pay attention to recalls,ò Rear-
don said. ñIf you hear of a product being recalled 
check your pantry to make sure you do not have 
the product in stock. Our inspectors will continue 
to conduct recall-effectiveness checks for this 
product and others that have been recalled. Con-
sumers can help by keeping themselves informed.ò 
 

Salmonella can cause serious and sometimes fatal 
infections in young children, frail or elderly peo-
ple, and others with weakened immune systems. 
Symptoms of Salmonella include nausea, vomiting, 
diarrhea or bloody diarrhea, abdominal cramping 
and fever. Rarely, Salmonella can result in more 
serious ailments. People exhibiting any symptoms 
after having consumed this product should contact 
their healthcare providers.
